ROLLER DERBY DEMOGRAPHICS 
 
Roller Derby is an explosive sport growing at a rate of 40 leagues forming weekly across the globe.  The 
majority of leagues are members of WFTDA (Women’s Flat Track Association). The fan base is broad 
with a wide variety of age groups attending events.  Avid fans (attending 3 or more events per year) 
have average household incomes exceeding $65,000 annually and spent over $323 on roller derby re-
lated purchases in 2010.  90% of fans hold a favorable view of local business sponsors.  80% of avid 
derby fans go out of their way to patronize local business sponsors.  Roller Derby games and events 
are very often played to standing room only crowds.  60% of fans are also fans of traditional major team 
sports such as baseball, football or basketball.
